The only painting van Gogh sold during his lifetime was entitled "Red Vineyard,"  an unexciting image of vineyard workers tending to their vines rendered in bleak, dark, autumnal colors(at least in the image of it I have seen).  van Gogh also holds the record for the highest price ever paid for a pen and ink drawing.  His "Garden with Flowers" sold for a whopping $8,600,000.00.      aaw
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Bipolar Disorder
Bipolar disorder is a mental disorder characterized by periodic alternating periods of intense depression and extreme mania.  During the depressions the person may be suicidal.  During the mania he may be able to exist on little sleep, exhibit psychomotor agitation which may manifest itself by increased goal directed activity at work or socially,  experience grandiose thoughts, and  engage in behaviors that may have unfavorable consequences.  Vincent van Gogh's behavior displayed elements of both TLE and Bipolar symptomatology.  His enormous output of both art work and written work are in part diagnostic validation of his probable psychiatric condition. 
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
